is very formal language related to religion, namely mentioning the name of God.

(Oh my god, Trending again, Thank you all my friends) 

The sample above can be categorized into Frozen language styles, because Fiersa 

mentions the name of “God” in his status post. Fiersa expressed his gratitude and thanks 

to his friends because his Vlog posts attracted the attention of the audience and became 

trending on YouTube. 

2. Formal Style 

     In this study, researcher found eight Formal language styles in Fiersa Besari's 

Twitter posts. Has been observed and is suitable for the style of Formal language because 

Fiersa Besari uses the language carefully in pronunciation, choice of word, and sentence 

structures.  

Data 1: “Turut berduka cita yang terdalam atas tragedy yang terjadi di Itaewon 

#prayforitaewon” 
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(My deepest condolences for the tragedy that occurred in Itaewon #prayforitaewon) 

The sample above can be categorized into Formal language styles, because it is 

used in Formal situations and in that status Fiersa expresses his condolences to the 

residents of the Itaewon area. The sentence used is still Formal because the language is 

relatively polite and the wording is carefully arranged. 

3. Consultative Style 

     In this study, researcher found five Consultative language styles in Fiersa 

Besari's Twitter posts. Has been observed and is suitable for the style of Consultative 

language because it is used in semi-formal situations. 

Data 1: “Ada keributan apa lagi hari ini?” 

(what’s the fuss about today?) 

The sample above can be categorized into Consultative language styles, because 

Fiersa is asking how things are going on Twitter, is there any commotion that day and the 

readers of the tweet are also commenting in the Fiersa status comments column and Fiersa 

has already made an interaction with other people. 

4. Casual Style 

     In this study, researcher found 21 Casual language styles in Fiersa Besari's 

Twitter posts. Has been observed and is suitable for the style of Casual language because 

it occurs in relaxed and informal situations. 

Data 1: “Hidup sederhana aja, yang penting bahagia” 

(Just live a simple life, the important thing is to be happy) 

The sample above can be categorized into Casual language styles, because the use 

of words in the status looks relaxed and easy to understand, this status means a simple life 

is not an important problem to be happy. 

5. Intimate Style 

     In this study, researcher found 30 Intimate language styles in Fiersa Besari's 

Twitter posts. Has been observed and is suitable for the style of Intimate language because 

it occurs in the most relaxed situations. 

Data 1: “Bareng kamu itu ribet tapi senang jalaninya” 

(With you it’s complicated but happy to live it) 

The sample above can be categorized into Intimate language styles, because Fiersa 

uses the most relaxed words to her partner and Fiersa is still happy to do everything even 

though her partner makes it complicated. 
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CONCLUSION 

      This study explains the style of language found on Fiersa Besari's Twitter. Language styles 

taken from the theory of Martin Joos (1976) consist of five language styles, namely frozen 

language style, formal style, consultative style, casual style, and intimate style. In this study 

found there were 66 in total. Each Frozen style 2, Formal style 8, Consultative style 5, Casual 

style 21 and Intimate style 30. 

      To the readers, hopefully they can choose a style of language professionally to be used in 

updating Twitter status with the opposite sex and the same sex. So that we all better understand 

the layout of a good style of language according to the situation. Because Twitter is a social 

media that is a place where people have the freedom to express themselves, therefore some 

Twitter users use a lot of wrong language style or relaxed language style because this aims to 

make it easier for Twitter readers to understand the meaning of the status.  
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
